· Lynanne Gutierrez, Policy Director and Legal Counsel at Groundwork Ohio. Lynanne Gutierrez supports Groundwork Ohio’s statewide effort to advance quality early care and education by increasing the quality of and access to evidence-based interventions that support the healthy development of young children and position them for lifelong success. A dedicated child advocate, Lynanne leads the development and implementation of Groundwork’s policy agenda, priorities and strategies through effective communication, advocacy, research and data analysis. Lynanne manages the Groundwork Ohio policy team and key policy initiatives supported by state and national partnerships and coalitions. She also provides targeted development and operational support for the organization.
· Dr. Jonathan Thackeray, Chief Medical Community Health Officer at Dayton Children’s Hospital. Dr. Thackeray is the former chief of the Division of Child and Family Advocacy at Nationwide Children’s Hospital, associate professor of clinical pediatrics at The Ohio State University College of Medicine, and medical director of The Center for Family Safety and Healing. His professional interests include community health, recognition of sentinel injuries and intimate partner violence. He is board certified in general pediatrics and child abuse pediatrics.
· Lee Johnson III, Senior Policy Analyst for Infant and Early Childhood Mental Health at ZERO TO THREE. Lee Johnson III is an educator, songwriter, and doctoral candidate in Public Health Education/Health Promotion at The University of Alabama with a concentration in mental health. His research interests include adverse childhood experiences (ACEs), investigating the impacts of trauma on physical and mental health outcomes, and infant and early childhood mental health. Previously, he taught and worked with children at Arts ‘N Autism in Tuscaloosa, AL, The Child Development Research Center in Tuscaloosa, AL, and Vogel Alcove Child Center for the Homeless in Dallas, TX.
· Melissa T. Merrick, PhD, President and CEO of Prevent Child Abuse America. Melissa has nearly 20 years of clinical, research, and leadership experience related to the etiology, course, and prevention of child abuse and neglect. Previously, Dr. Merrick was a senior epidemiologist at the National Center for Injury Prevention and Control at the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC), in Atlanta, and served on a detail in the Office of the Commissioner at the Children’s Bureau in the Administration for Children and Families. In partnership with the US Department of Health and Human Services’ Office of Child Abuse and Neglect, she served as the lead scientist for the Adverse Childhood Experiences (ACE) study at CDC for 8 years.
